Your assignment is to write a story, of not less than 200 words and not more that 350
words.

LEVEL 4

Your assignment is to write a story which is not less than 300 words and not more
than 500 words.

LEVEL 5

Your assignment is to write the first chapter of a novel. Your submission should be
not less than 300 words and not more than 600 words.

The winners will be announced on
May 17th, 2009.
